* The measured ambient concentrations of all parameters are within the AAAQO for the month of November 2012.

* All compliance parameters are above 90% operational for the month of November 2012.
* Routine calibration was performed on November 3, 2012.

* The operational issues for the month of November include 9 hours of wind speed and direction data flagged as "analyzer
failure" on November 1, due to an instrument malfunction likely caused by freezing rain in the region. The analyzer returned

to normal operations on November 1.
